Only U.S. origin food, farm, fish, seafood,
and forest products (no equipment, machinery,
chemicals, fertilizers or services) may be
advertised in Buyer Alerts.

You may advertise up to five different
products in each issue. You may not advertise
the same product more often than once every
two months.

We reserve the right to make any needed
corrections to the announcements.

Companies submitting Buyer Alerts
announcements will receive Trade Leads on a
matching basis. When a trade lead is received
for any of your products, you will receive by e
mail the trade lead within minutes after it has
been disseminated. Note: A valid e-mail
address must be included in your
announcement to take advantage of this
service. Currently, this service is offered FREE
(subject to change).

Note: There is a $15 service fee per
announcement. Payment must be included
with the order form. You will receive a
confirmation notice by mail when your
announcement is published.

promotions, new products, name of certifier,
awards received, etc.

Each announcement contains a product photo
or logo. These must be in either .gif or .jpg
format and cannot exceed the maximum size
limitations of 110 width by 150 height.
Companies participating in the program should
send their product photo or company logo to
buyeralerts@fas.usda.gov for submission. If
no photo or logo is provided, the company's
name will be displayed in place of the logo.
