Upland cotton sales for delivery in MY 1998/99 during March 4 - April 1, 1999 (4 weeks) registered net
sales of 126,700 running bales, aweekly average of 31,675 bales. In MY 1997/98, Upland sales during
February 27 - March 26, 1998 registered a net of 137,600 running bales, a weekly average of 34,400
bales. The weekly upland export average through April 1 for MY 1998/99 was 83,000 running bales
against MY 1997/98's weekly export average of 132,000 running bales. Accumulated exports through
April 1 for MY 1998/99 were 2.90 million compared with 4.62 million running bales last year. Total
upland outstanding sales for MY 1998/99 were 0.88 million running bales compared with 2.29 million the
same time ayear ago. Upland commitments to date were 3.78 million bales compared with 6.90 million
bales last year. Pima export sales during March 4 - April 1 for delivery during MY 1998/99 totaled
38,700 running bales and total net sales were 16,600 running bales. Pima exports through April 1 for
MY 1998/99 totaled 178,200 running bales, compared with 311,900 running bales from the same time a
year ago. Total Pima commitments amounted to 273,400 running bales.
