
World Raisin Situation and Outlook
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Northern Hemisphere 

Greece 

The 2000/01 raisin crop (September 2000 - August 2001) has been revised upward to 29,000 tons, an 
increase of 29 percent from the previous year. Unlike the 1999 season, normal temperatures prevailed, 
resulting in a larger harvest and production of better quality produce. The 2001/02 production level is 
expected to increase slightly. 

Raisin exports are expected to increase by 4 percent from 24,000 tons in 2000/01 to 25,000 tons in 
2001/02.  Germany is the largest market for exported raisins originating from Greece, followed closely by 
the Czech Republic, Australia, and Canada. Raisin imports into Greece are minimal (500 tons in MY 
2000). 

Turkey 

Raisin production for 2000/01 increased by more than 31 percent, primarily because of the allure of higher 
export prices. Production levels, however, are expected to slightly decrease in 2001/02 given the recent 
downward trend of export prices. 

The recent devaluation of the Turkish Lira spurred raisin exports to record levels in 2000/01, from 192,433 
tons to 210,000 tons. The United Kingdom, Germany, the Netherlands and Italy are the leading export 
markets for raisin exports originating from Turkey. Turkey applies a 56.7 duty on imported raisins, 
primarily to protect its domestic industry. 
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Mexico 

Although raisin production in 2000/01 increased from the previous year, economic uncertainty and limited 
water supplies have led to a lower production forecast for 2001/02 from 16,000 tons to 15,000 tons. 
Lack of credit availability has also impeded growers’ ability to expand production. 

Lower international prices and a surplus supply of raisins on the global market slightly decreased Mexico’s 
raisin exports by 3 percent from 7,783 tons to 7,500 tons in 2000/01. Nevertheless, raisin exports are 
forecasted to increase by 20 percent in 2001/02. The United States remains Mexico’s largest export 
market for raisins. Chile accounted for 86 percent of the total raisin imports into Mexico in 2000/01. 

United States 

Raisin production reached record levels in 2000/01 from 310,653 tons to 412,770 tons, a 33- percent 
increase from the previous year. Large stock levels and depressed prices are expected to lower the 
production level in 2001/02. 

Raisin exports are expected to rebound in 2000/01 reaching 115,000 tons.  Year to date (August 2000 -
April 2001) raisin exports are 84,348 tons. 2001/02 exports are projected to decline as surplus supply 
of cheaper raisins from lower-cost international producers inundate the global market. Japan, the United 
Kingdom, Canada, Sweden, and Denmark remain major markets for U.S. raisins. 

For the 2001/02, the Raisin Administrative Committee (RAC) has received a budget ceiling of $1.78 million 
to market California raisins under the Market Access Program (MAP). Japan, the United Kingdom, and 
Scandinavia continue to be RAC’s largest target markets, although funding has also been requested for 
markets in the East Asia Region. MAP funds will be used to convince consumers to purchase California 
raisins based on their high quality and nutritional levels. The requested funding will also be used to help 
convince retailers, bakeries and the food service industry to buy California raisins for their value added 
properties.  The RAC also requested Emerging Markets Program funding for activities in India and Eastern 
Europe. These proposals are under consideration. 

Southern Hemisphere 

Australia 

The 2001/02 raisin production (March 2001 - February 2002) is projected to fall by more than 45 percent 
from 26,667 tons to 14,500 tons. Cooler conditions have contributed to the production decrease. 
Industry analysts also suspect that part of the decline may be due to the diversion of grapes from fruit to 
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wine production. 


Smaller production levels and competition from lower priced products have resulted in a 38-percent drop

in exports. This declining trend in exports is expected to continue into 2001/02. Germany, the United

Kingdom and Canada are the largest export markets for Australia’s raisins. 

Turkey remains the dominant raisin supplier to Australia. 


South Africa 

Raisin production is expected to fall by 11 percent in 2001 (January 2001 - December 2001) as a result 
of Downy Mildew disease and warmer climate conditions. Production levels are forecast down from 
38,142 tons to 34,000 tons. 

Raisin exports during the same period are expected to drop by 15 percent to 21,000 tons. The United 
States, Brazil, Germany, France and the Netherlands are the leading raisin markets for South Africa’s raisin 
exports. In 2001, exports are expected to further decrease as a result of an increase in domestic demand 
and lower world prices. 

The Agricultural Product Marketing Act of 1997 liberalized the South African raisin market, thus, the 
domestic and international sales of raisins operate under a free marketing system.
