Russia (Report number RS8008): The domestic
seed market improved dightly in 1997 in comparison
to the previous 4 years. Some domestic companies,
in addition to the large western seed companies
working in Russia, have started to broaden their use
of hybridsin most grain and sunflowerseed
producing areas. Due to lengthy and strict seed
registration procedures, large international seed
companies have been the most successful seed
importers and producers. Private companiesin
many oblasts have become more active in trading
seeds and represent a slowly growing force in the
seed trade sector. The scope of their operationsis
still greatly overshadowed by state seed ingtitutes,
laboratories and former state companies like
Exportkhleb (in the grain seed trade) or Rossiyskiye
Semena and SortSemovosh (in the vegetable seed
trade). These companies still actively work with the
Ministry of Agriculture on seed policy, and are at
least nominally independent from the Ministry. The

Russian seed market remains unfavorable for
individual independent foreign seed exporters.
Foreign companies face along 2-3 year seed
certification process and the inability to protect
patented genetic material.
